The entire funded amount, $2,000.00 for each Navajo preschool child who is eligible for and receiving special education, will be allocated to each eligible Local Education Agency from the NAVAJO NATION. The Arizona Department of Education is a pass through agency tasked with distribution of these funds on behalf of the NAVAJO NATION only.
