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F. KEY LEGISLATION AND GUIDANCE

Guidelines for Eligibility and Use of Funds:

The LEA collects enrolled membership documentation of students belonging to federally recognized American Indian Tribes independently or through participation in other American Indian federal education programs or funding formulas requiting documentation
to participate, such as Title VI and Johnson-O'Malley. These records are kept in accordance with FERP;

These funds will be used in a supplemental manner. These funds cannot be used to supplant (take the place of) any other state or federal funds.
These funds will be used to purchase needed school supplies for Native American students meeting tribal enrollment criteria for federally recognized tribes.

School supplies shall be tangible non-consumable goods generally recognized as school supplies and used to benefit recipients. Supplies shall also be reasonable purchases based on student need.
A completion report will be filed at year end of program date (6/30/20).

A year end brief report will be filed with the completion report.
Funds not spent will revert back to the ADE for redistribution.

Indirect costs are not permissible since these are non-federal funds.

|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

Available funds are based on interest accrued on the Sekvens Trust Fund, the funding
source for this grant. In FY20, allocations of $800 each for a maximum of ten (10)
LEAs are available for a total of $8,000. Funding through the Sekvens Trust Fund will
not be available again until a significant amount of interest has accrued to warrant
opening the grant in the future.
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H. KEY DECISION POINTS AND FLEXIBILITIES

1. Whether the funds are used to purchase needed school supplies for Native
American students who are members of a federally-recognized tribe.

2. Whether the funds are being to be expended supplemental to other state and local
funding sources.

3. School supplies purchased are tangible non-consumable goods generally
recognized as school supplies and used to benefit eligible recipients.

4. Budgeted items are reasonable purchases, as determined by the Office of Indian
Education, based on student need.

5. Once approved, successful LEAs have the option to revise their budget as long as
the revisions meet the above criteria.

6. If applications for all ten $800 allocations have not been submitted, the remaining
funds will be retained by ADE for redistribution.
