|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

Allocation process

1. Set-aside for State Administration Activities

From the total allotment received from ED, ADE reserves 1% for State Administration
Activities. Per guidance, ESSA authorizes an SEA to reserve up to 1% from funds
allocated to the State under Title I, Part A, Part C, and Part D, Subpart 1. This 1%
reservation is a maximum.

2. Proportional Allocation of Remaining Funds to SAs

Once the set-aside has been removed, the SEA allocates the remainder of the funds
through subgrants to each SA on the basis of its proportionate share of the State’s
adjusted enrollment count of children and youth who are N or D.
