Under the RLIS program, grants are made to SEAs with eligible school districts. SEAs
subgrant RLIS funds to eligible school districts to pay for activities authorized under Titles I-IV
of the ESEA, as well as parental involvement activities. If a State elects to not participate in
the RLIS program, eligible LEAs from that State are considered specially qualified agencies
(SQAs) and can apply directly to the Department for RLIS awards. In order to be eligible
school districts must have at least 20 percent of the children they serve come from families
with incomes below the poverty line and be located in a rural area. The Catalog of Federal
Domestic Assistance (CFDA) numbers for the RLIS and SQA programs are 84.358B and
84.358C.

|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

Allocation process

1. Collect all baseline information required
a) Download latest fiscal year REAP master file from USED (link above)
b) Update with ADE eligibility criteria
c) ldentify LEAs applying for SRSA grant (subpart 1)
d) School finance - populate ADA for eligible LEAs
e) Consolidate and finalize list of eligible LEAs

2. Create funding reserve for LEA Allocations
The SEA must first reserve at least 95% of the State's Title V, Part B, Subpart 2
award for sub-grants to LEAS

3. Reserve for State Activities The SEA may reserve no more than the remaining 5%
for State Activities

4. Allocate sub-grants to eligible LEAs

The SEA shall allocate award grants to eligible LEAs according to a formula
based on the number of students in average daily attendance served by the eligible
local educational agencies or schools in the State (option B under "Award Basis",
ESSA sec. 5221)
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H. KEY DECISION POINTS AND FLEXIBILITIES

A State educational agency shall award grants to eligible local education agencies -
a) on a competitive basis

b) according to a formula based on the number of students in average daily
attendance served by the eligible local educational agencies or schools in the State

c¢) according to an alternative formula, if, prior to awarding the grants, the State
educational agency demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the Secretary, that the
alternative formula enables the State educational agency to allot the grant funds in a
manner that serves equal or greater concentrations of children from families with
incomes below the poverty line, relative to the concentrations that would be served if
the State educational agency used the formula described in subparagraph (B). [Used
