This tier will include schools that are applying for a
renewal that would otherwise not have any resources.

2. School report card data and grades - giving preference to
schools that are struggling the most across statewide
performance indicators, including schools with low graduation
raters for high schools.

3. School discipline and suspension data reported to the US
