d. A description of policies and procedures that the district shall implement to ensure that activities
carried out by the district shall not isolate or stigmatize homeless children and homeless youth;

The purpose of these funds is to ensure that homeless children and youth have equal access to the same free, appropriate public
education, including a public preschool, as provided to other children and youth.

Educational programs and services may be provided on school grounds or at other facilities. If services are provided on school grounds,
the district must give priority to homeless children and youth, but may include children who are at risk of failing or dropping out of school.

Districts are encouraged to develop their programs in collaboration with local homeless service providers.
