BUDGET EXAMPLES

The ESS Funding and Finance unit has developed a format for describing expenditures in the grant budget’s Narrative Description, which are included in this document for your convenience. You can see that the budget formats are in the form of mathematical equations. A requirement of this grant is that you observe the format in your budget. A budget that is not presented in the format shown with adjustments made to the specifics such as the LEA’s actual substitute teacher and local benefits rate will be rejected until compliance is met.
The 2008 Chart of Accounts and Expense Classifications, Uniform System of Financial Records, has been revised effective July 1, 2007, specifically for IDEA capacity building grants. The line item placement of allowed funding for IDEA capacity building grants, including this grant, follows:

· Coach trainee who is an instructional staff member (e.g., a teacher currently working in the classroom): Place all funding in 2100, 2200, 2600, 2700–Support Services (Students, Instr., Operation, Transport).

· Coach trainee who is a non-instructional staff member (any staff member who is not working in the classroom, including a teacher currently working in an out-of-classroom assignment): place all funding in 2300, 2400, 2500, 2900–Support Services (General, School, Central Services, Other).

note: Never put any funds in 1000–Instruction.
See the Request for Grants (RFG), Funding Allowances, for a list of allowed expenditures.

6100–Salaries

Use the LEA’s teacher substitute rate for the coach trainee who is a teacher that requires substitutes to attend the scheduled training days. This expense must be placed in this Function Code and Object Code if there are substitute benefits.
A (teacher) coach trainee who must attend a training session on an unscheduled school day may receive a stipend calculated at the local teacher substitute rate. Be sure to reference the date in the narrative description as demonstrated below. The date must correspond to the date that is checked in the LEA Addendum. If a stipend is included in the grant to cover participation during an unscheduled school day, there should be fewer substitute days. The teacher example below demonstrates this circumstance.
Be sure to reference the unscheduled school day date in the stipends line item.
