allocated the following year. In 2021, the current year funding
was received on time so grantees received two funding
allocations - the delayed prior year funding and the current year
funding. The 2022 amount is based on preliminary data pending
final completion reports due December 30, 2022.
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F. KEY LEGISLATION AND GUIDANCE

The Johnson O'Malley (JOM) grant is authorized by the Johnson O'Malley Act of 1934. The implementing
regulations are provided in Part 273 of Title 25, Code of Federal Regulations. As amended, this act
authorizes contracts for the education of eligible American Indian students enrolled in public schools. Such
contracts shall be for the purpose of financially assisting efforts designed to meet the specialized and unique
educational needs of these students, including supplemental to the regular school program and school
operational support, where such support is necessary to maintain State educational standards. Guidance is
provided via the Office of Indian Education website and through JOM training/technical assistance.

|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

Once the contract is issued to the Office of Indian Education, an administrative set
aside is calculated at approximately 10%. The remaining 90% is allocated to the
grantees based on a per pupil amount (PPA). That amount is determined by dividing
the 90% allocation amount by the total number of JOM eligible students across all
eligible grantees. Currently the total number of JOM eligible students is based on 1994
Bureau of Indian Education (BIE) student counts. Beginning in FY24 the student
counts will be updated to reflect eligible students enrolled during BIE's Oct 10-14,2022
count week. Once the PPA is determined, that figure is multiplied by individual grantee
student counts to identify the grantee total allocation amount.

3. Whether the JOM parent Indian Education Committee has approved the use of
funds as identified in the application.

5. Eligible entities have the option to revise their budget as long as the revisions meet
the above criteria.
