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F. KEY LEGISLATION AND GUIDANCE

Arizona has been awarded a 5-year $20,000,000 federal Comprehensive Literacy State Development (CLSD) grant. The Arizona CLSD project is a competitive
grant that proposes to improve child literacy skills and instructional capacity on the science of reading. This grant project aims to strengthen collaboration, improve
efficiency and drive innovation to accelerate language and literacy outcomes.

The focus will be children birth to grade 12 in high-needs schools and qualified opportunity zones serving Arizona's most disadvantaged students. CLSD is a
substantial investment that will award up to 25 qualified schools and/or early childhood programs who have demonstrated readiness and the ability to implement.

At the SEA level

15% of funding must be applied to early childhood (birth to age five)

40% of funding must be applied to elementary school age students (grade K-5)
40% of funding must be applied to secondary school age students (grade 6-12)
