As a result of the enactment of the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) in December 2015, the funding formulas by which Title 1I, Part A allocations are
determined for State Educational Agencies (SEAs), Local Educational Agencies (LEAs), and participating nonpublic schools changed, starting with the 2017-18
school year (FY18).

|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

1. Reserve for LEA Allocations The SEA must first reserve at least 95% of the State's
Title 1l Part A award for subgrants to LEAS

2. Reserve for State Activities The SEA may reserve no more than the remaining 5% for
State Activities

3. Set-aside for State Admin from Reserve for State Activities From the reservation for
State Activities, no more than 1% of the total state allocation may be used for state
administrative costs of carrying out the Title Il Part A program

4. Set-aside for Preparation Academies from Reserve for State Activities The SEA may
use up to 2 percent of the State's total Title Il, Part A State allocation to establish or
expand teacher, principal, or other school leader preparation academies to prepare
teachers, principals, and other school leaders to serve in high-need schools.

5. Set-aside for State Support for School Leaders (including preparation academies)
from Reserve for LEA Allocations. SEA may also reserve up to 3 percent of the amount it
initially reserved for LEA subgrants, and use these additional funds for allowable State
activities for principals or other school leaders.

6. Beginning in FY17, there is no longer a "hold harmless" provision governing the
calculation of LEA subgrants. Allocations are done as follows:

a) 20% of the funds must be distributed to LEAs based on the relative numbers of
individuals ages 5 through 17 who reside in the area the LEA serves (based on the most
recent Census data, as determined by the Secretary); and

b) 80% of the funds must be distribute d to LEAs based on the relative numbers of
individuals ages 5 through 17 who reside in the area the LEA serves and who are from
families with incomes below the poverty line (based on the most recent Census data, as
determined by the Secretary).

7. (As Needed) Reallocations Unused or unclaimed funds may be retained for state
activities unless, in doing so, the state would end up reserving an amount greater than
the limits described above. The SEA has flexibility in redistribution of funds to LEASs. It
may allocate proportionately, or it may establish special procedures subject to any state
rulemaking requirements, and make funds available based on those established criteria.
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H. KEY DECISION POINTS AND FLEXIBILITIES

State level activities -

-No more than 1% may be used for administration

- Up to 4% of total award may be used for state level activities to support the grant

- Up to 3% of LEA allocation may be used for state level activities to support principals
and other leaders
