|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

In general, the Department allocates SSAE funds to States by formula based on each State's share of
funds under Title I, Part A of the ESEA (sec. 4103(b))

Program requirements:

A) An SEA must reserve at least 95 percent of its SSAE program allocation for subgrants to LEAs, and
not more than 1 percent of its program allocation for administrative costs.

B) As of April 2018, the ADE has chosen to allocate funds to LEAs on a formula basis.

C) Minimum LEA allocation - No allocation to a LEA under this subsection may be made in an amount
that is less than $10,000 (sec. 4105)

D) LEA eligibility - each LEA shall (1) submit an application to the SEA containing such information as the
State educational agency may reasonably require, and (2) complete a needs assessment in compliance
with sec. 4106(d)

E) Needs assessment exception - a LEA receiving an allocation under 4105(a) in an amount less than
$30,000 shall not be required to conduct a comprehensive needs assessment.

Allocation process:

SEAs award SSAE subgrants to LEAs by formula in the same proportion as the LEAS' prior year's Title I,
Part A allocations.

1. Collect all baseline information required

a) Collect prior year Title I, Part A allocations by LEA (for FY24, this will be FY23 final Title I-A allocations)
b) Once data is collected from Title I, Part A allocation template, check totals to ensure all information is
accurate and aligns to Title | template

c¢) Collect and review current year Grant Award Notification ("GAN" for Title IV, Part A, Subpart 1)

2. Create State-level allocations and reserves

a) The SEA must first reserve at least 95% of the State's Title IV, Part A, Subpart 1 award for subgrants to
LEAs

b) No more than 1% may be reserved for state level administrative costs

3. Reserve for State Activities

The SEA may reserve up to 4% for State Activities

4. Allocate subgrants to eligible LEAs

a) Allocations are made to LEAs based on prior year's proportional allocation of Title I, Part A funds.

b) However, NO LEA MAY RECEIVE LESS THAN $10,000 of Title IV, Part A funds

¢) As a result, multiple allocation calculations are required. The first calculation will result in a subgroup of
LEAs receiving less than $10,000. To ensure a minimum of $10K is allocated per LEA, allocations must
be recalculated, and a proportionate share of allocations to LEAs with greater than $10K should be
ratably reduced to meet the $10K minimum for all LEAs.

d) Once all LEAs have a minimum of $10K allocated under this grant, and others have been ratably
reduced, the allocation under Title IV-A has been completed. MOE adjustments need to be made AFTER
the allocations have been calculated.

e) MOE adjustments. Adjustments are to be made on an LEA-by-LEA basis, as dictated by maintenance
of effort requirements, AFTER final Title IV-a allocations are calculated. This will result in some districts
possibly receiving less than $10,000 of Title IV-A funds.
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H. KEY DECISION POINTS AND FLEXIBILITIES

A State educational agency shall award grants to eligible local education agencies:
a) ADE may reserve up to 4% of the total Grant Award for state-level activities.
