All 21st CCLC applications which have passed the initial screening will go through a rigorous peer
review process. Impartial reviewers evaluate and score each application.

The number of awards is based on the final US Department of Education (USED) award amount and
peer review scores to determine the number of proposals approved. Geographic equity may be
considered when awarding 21st CCLC funding applications. In the event that anticipated federal funding
is decreased, a proportional decrease will be made to all awardees. All funding is contingent upon
receipt of federal funds.

|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

The competitive funding application is scored by external peer reviewers. Allocations
for new applications are based on the funding formula based on the number of
regularly attending students at $10 per day times 120 days. If awarded, the first 3
years are 100% funded. Two additional continuation years are possible at 75%
funding.
