Once schools are identified, they will receive targeted outreach informing them of the opportunity with encouragement to apply. While an LEA must be eligible to apply for the grant, the grant is still competitive. Awards will be determined by the evaluation of grant applications from eligible schools.

Funding from the grant will be used to fund coach salaries and benefits. Additionally, funds may be used for travel and related expenses. All training for coaches and administrators will be provided for schools that apply and are approved. 
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The FY24 Arizona state budget allotted funding for 25 literacy coaches to be deployed to LEAs in most need to support the implementation of evidence-based reading instruction based on the science of reading. The literacy coaches support pre-k to third grade teachers in building capacity in the science of reading, implementing evidence-based reading practices, and raising student achievement.


Responsibilities of the foundational literacy coach include building the capacity of Pk-3rd grade classroom teachers, ESS teachers, and reading interventionists in reflective practice focused on improving reading instruction/student achievement in following ways:

·         Providing information and training to teachers in a variety of settings (e.g., whole group staff development, grade level/dept meetings, one-on-one)

·         Modeling and co-teaching instructional strategies and techniques

·         Supporting teachers in implementation of new skills through instructional or facilitative coaching
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
