|G.SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY

LEAs are permitted to use SEI Budget funds for incremental costs, such as teacher
salaries and benefits, for delivery of required minutes of instruction per the SEI Model
selected. Approved incremental cost awards are offset by Group B weight and the EL
percentage of any Desegregation funding the LEA receives.

Data on EL student counts and AZELLA scores will populate into the Incremental
Teacher Spreadsheet, and LEAs will request portions of FTE teachers at sites
implementing the models, based on a decimal equivalency of teachers' FTE in quarter
increments. All applications submitted by the submission deadline will be evaluated
and a total # eligible FTE determined per site, based on the average Teacher salary
and benefits x approved # FTE.

If there aren't enough funds to allocate to all LEAs per approved FTE wholly after LEA
offsets, then a consistent percentage will be determined, at which all LEAs eligible for
partial or full FTEs will have the applied to total award minus offsets. Only targeted
minutes in the SEI models, with ELs only, will be approved.
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H. KEY DECISION POINTS AND FLEXIBILITIES

Any flexibility would be based on an LEA's justification of incremental need and
timeliness of requests for funding within the application window.
