G. SUMMARY OF ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY 
The Grant Award Document (GAD) is received from the USDA with the total grant allocation for the 
funding period. ADE retains no more than 5% of the total grant allocation for state administrative 
costs. The remainder of the funds are awarded to LEAs that meet eligibility requirements, submit a 
completed application by the deadline, and are selected to receive the grant with priority given to 
schools with the highest percentage of students certified as eligible for free and reduced price meals. 
The grant allocations awarded to selected schools must be in the range of $50 to $75 per enrolled 
student per year. ADE allocates funds to as many LEAs as possible while satisfying the minimum 
award requirement of $50 per enrolled student per year.
